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This is a report of the activities of Civil Air Patrol in its 40th vear of
service to the nation. Civil Air Patrol was created on 1 December 1941 by
executive order of the Director of Civilian Defense to make civil aviation
pilots and aircraft available to the national defense effort. Civil Air Patrol
functioned under the Office of Civilian Defense until April 1943, at which
time the Army Air Corps was assigned jurisdiction over its operations for
the remainder of the war vears.

In recognition of its wartime service, Civil Air Patrol was chartered by
the 79th Congress on | July 1946 as a volunteer, non-profit corporation.
And on 26 May 1948 the 80th Congress granted it status as the civilbian aux-
iliary of the Air Force through Public Law 557.

During the past year, Civil Air Patrol continued 1@ build upon its long
record of achievement and service with solid performance in each of its
mission areéas, Included in this report are details of significant ac-
complishments in emergency services assistance to people in distress,
developments in aerospace education, and leadership development pro-
grams for both cadet and senior members.

We are thankful for the capable and dedicated CAP volunteers and are
proud of CAP's overall performance achieved in 1981 through their ef-
forts, We are grateful for the continued understanding and support of
Congress and for the advisory and material support provided by the United
States Air Force; both of which have been fundamental to CAP's success.

It is a privilege (o present this report of Civil Air Patrol activities during
calendar year 1981 as reguired by Public Law 476,

THE CADET PROGRAM

Cne of the Three missions of Civel Aar Patrol s 10 pro
vide “‘a cadet program (o develop and maotivate the youth
of the country to leadership and responsible citizenship,
through an inlerest in aviation.™ The program is open to
L5 cinzens and persens lawfully admiited for permanent
residemce 1o the United States and its termitories and posses
sions who are 13 vears of age, or have completed the sixih
grade, through 18 vears of age. Upon reaching age 18,
cadets may choose (o gither continue in the cadet program
until their 2ist birthday or become senior members,

The cadet program provides cadets wath opporfumties
1o develop their leadership skills in an acrospace orienbed
environment. Under the guidance of adult CAP leaders
and with the advice angd assistance of US, Air Foree
liaison personnel, cadets are permitied 1o progress at their
own pace through a structored program of  agtospace
education, leadership training, physical fitmess and moral
leadership, Learning is through a combinstion of study
and performance and ivolves both individeal and group
eflort, Cadets work their way through 15 Gchievementy
interspersed with origntation flights, encampments and o
variely of other special activittes. Additional incentives
and benefits include: increases in cadel rank, presentation
of ribbons and certificates, ehgibility o compete. for
gcademic scholarships and grants, and eligibality to apply
for nationally and internationally sponsored special ac-
fivities

INTERNATIONAL AIR CADET EXCHANGE (TACE)

The purpose of the TACE program is 1o [oster inlerna
tional understanding, goodwill, and friendship among
voung people who share a commeon inferest in aviation,
The program, conceived by the Air Cadel League of
Canada and the Afr Training Command of Great Britain,
was first conducted in 1947 between Canada and Greal
Britain. Civil Air Paired, wirh the gssisianee of the LLs.
Adr Foree, entered the exchange in 1948, The program has
continued and grown over the years with as many as 41
couniries participating at one time or another,

The annual 19-day exchange of cadets 5 conducted by
Civil Air Patrol and paitoaal aero clubs and national Asr
Foree acadermies. Participating” organizations  provide
visifing cadets with sghi-seeing trips, tours of asrospacs
industries and musewms, visils 1 airporis and Air Force
instullations, ofentation and training fights in gliders and
powered aircraft, and visits in host familics” homes.

During the past vear, 138 CAP cadets and 22 senior g5
corts were exchanged with Canada and 12 other LACE
gssociation member nations in Egrope and the Middie East
and three countoies i the Pacific area.

FLIGHT TRAINING

Civil Air Patrol allocated S28,000 in ils Nscal vear 1981
budgel o provide locally conducted solo flight training
and onentation flights for cadets, The funds provided 33
sofo flight scholarships to cadets in the 52 CAP wings and
overseas units, Scholarships covered expenses of ground
school and flight training keading 10 solo qualification,

All CAP eadets may gualify for a series of six -
minute orientation flights. The program is funded and
conducted at wing and unit levels, but the national freasury
provides partial reimbursement for the first flight. During
1981, the 52 wings and overseas units were partially reim-
bursed [or the expense of providing over 2,600 cadets with
their first flight experience through a locally conducted
arientation flight.

SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

I 1981, the Civil Alr Patrod, through is MNetionel
Scholarship Program, provided a totl of £25,500 to 30 of
its members 10 supplement their college or vocalienal-
technical school education, Scholarships are given for
stdy in engineering, education, humanities, theology, and
science.

EMERGENCY SERVICES

The primary objective of Civil Air Patrrol Emergency
Services aclivities 15 (0 save lives and refieve human suffer-
ing while still protecting the lives and equipment of those
involved in rendering the services. To accomplish this end,
professionalism in organization, training, planning, and
mission execution are emphasized. Particular care is exer-
cised 1o insure that only trained and qualified members are
gllowed to participate in cMErgency SeTVICEs [MARSONL,
CAFP Emergency Services includes search and rescue in
support of the Acrospace Rescue and Recovery Service
(ARES) and civil defense and disaster reliel operations in
support of local, state, and national emergency services
organizations, CAP works with local civil officials and
rescue organizations in search and rescue operations and
has a mutual support relationship with the Amencan Red
Cross, Salvation Army, and other humani@dnan or-
ganizations in conducting disaster relief operations.

SEARCH AND RESCUE

Responsibility For conducting search and rescue opera-
tions throughout the United States and s possessions is
wssigned (o agencies designated by the National Search and
Rescue Plan. The search and rescue mission is divided into
the three regions of Inland, Maritime, and Overseas to pre-
vent overlapping of responsibilitics. The Uinited States Air
Force is assigned responsibility as search and rescue coor-
dinator for the inland region of the United States, It
discharges its respongibility through the Military Abrlifi
Commands Aerospace Bescue and Recovery Service oper-
ativn of the Air Force Rescue Coordination Center
{AFRCC) which coordinates federal resources upon re-

quest. As the civilian ausibiary of the A Foree, Civil Air
Patrol provides the primary resources available in fulfilling
this responsihility.

During 1981, CAP flew 17,878 hours on 1,160 Adr
Force authorized search and rescue missions and was
credited with locating 660 search objectives and saving 77
Lives.,

For the tenth consecutive year the number of CAF
finds on Air Foree authorized missions has  in-
creased—from 103 in 1971 (o 660 wn 1981 CAFP has also
continued to fly 75% of scarch hours on missions ©ooOr-
dinated by the AFRCC, In addition (o supporiing Air
Foree requests, the Puerto Rico CAP Wing freguently pro-
vides search assistance o the U5, Coast Guard.

Realistic search and rescue framing using SAR aids
such as the Interim Track Analysis Program (ITAP) and
the emergency locator transmitter (ELT) has also in-
creased, According to AFRCC data, the ELT has con-
tnued (o be the best aid searchers have, and the best hope
for a timely rescue of survivors of air crashes, The ITAP
has also proven to be an extremely reliable tool in those in-
stances where il was usable, ITAP 15 a Federal Aviation
Administration innovation that was conceived with the
help of the CAP California Wing, The program was de-
signed o assist search planners in locating lostaircraft by
recalling computer-generated records of radar signals,
Retrieval of the stored radar data ar the Adr Route Traffic
Control Center, in many cases makes il possible 10 pin-
painl or estimate the gircraft's last location prior to drop-
img off the radar. The CAP mission coordinator routinely
regquests and uses this important data in scarch planmng.

Medbcal Mission, A Cessna 172 belonging 1o the Pennsylvania Columbia-Montour Senior Squadron was used 1o transport two
kidnegys Irom Bloomsburg to Philadelphia loe mplaniation, CAP Senior Member Steve Keliey, a transplant speciglist at Gelsinger
Maodical Center of Danvills, Pannsyivania, ioaded 1ha kidnays in tha plana pikoted by CAP Sanior Membes Lod Weber. Olficials al
Galsingar Medical Center ware slaled with the sucoess ol 1he missien and indicaied Ul The CAP squiadron woukd bo cafipd upon 1o
aszisl in this valuable service as the nesd posa.
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Falal Crash, Tha wreckage of a Piper Senaca, in which the piol wae killsd, was iocated by a ground search feam lrom Wesl
Wirginia's Morganiown Composie Squadron. The Search was hampesied by Deinty srowlall, sub reezing weather, rugged tamain

and lack of an ELT signal.

Civil Air Patrol will assist the Air Force i the. test
phase for the proposed Search and Rescue Satellite Aided
Tracking (SARSAT) system by provuding test beacon ac
tivalions af selected sites throughout the United States.
The SARSAT system project 15 a joind efTort of the United
Srmes, Canada, and France to wee satellites 0 augment
and improve the existing search and rescue capability 1o
locate ships and airceafl o distress. The SARSAT concept
involdves the use of zatellites in low, near-polar orbit to
monitor distress transmissions. The signals received by the
satellites will be relaved to a network of ground stations
which will fix the location of the emergency. A mission
control center. will use the data wo alert the appropriate
rescue coordinarion center which will then begin the actual
scarch and rescue operalion in accordance with conven-
tional practice. The first SARSAT launch 5 planned for
mad- [ WEZ.
