

Colonel Regena Aye serves as the Chief of Education and Training for Civil Air Patrol. Colonel Aye served as North Central Region Commander, Kansas Wing Commander, North Central Region Director of Cadet Programs, and North Central Region Drug Demand Reduction Coordinator previously. 
In her professional life, she served as an academic dean at a community college before taking a position as an assistant professor of education at Baker University teaching in the Instructional Design and Performance Technology doctoral program.  
Colonel Aye joined Civil Air Patrol in 1989 as a cadet in the Capital City Composite Squadron in Topeka, Kansas.
