Cox named Civil Air Patrol’s N. Central Region Cadet of the Year

Ft. Snelling Cadet Squadron member previously named Minn. Wing Cadet of Year 

FORT SNELLING, Minn. – For Cadet Col. Charlie Cox of the Fort Snelling Cadet Squadron, 2008 has turned into a trifecta year.
Earlier this year Cox was honored with Civil Air Patrol's prestigious Gen. Carl A. Spaatz Award – earned by fewer than 1,700 cadets, or about one-half of 1 percent of all cadets, since it was established in 1964 – and was also named Minnesota Wing Cadet of the Year.
He added North Central Region Cadet of the Year to the list when he was honored June 9.
"It was quite the surprise," he said. "It's a huge honor and motivates me to do the best I can to develop other cadets." 
Cox joined the Viking Composite Squadron in 2003 and held every position, from element leader to cadet commander, before joining the Fort Snelling squadron in September 2007. 

He will serve as the deputy cadet commander during the upcoming 2008 Minnesota Wing Encampment.
Cox credits his CAP experience for his four-year Army ROTC scholarship at the University of St. Thomas, where he recently completed his freshman year.
Civil Air Patrol, the official auxiliary of the U.S. Air Force, is a nonprofit organization with 57,000 members nationwide. CAP performs 90 percent of continental U.S. inland search and rescue missions as tasked by the Air Force Rescue Coordination Center and was credited by the AFRCC with saving 90 lives in fiscal year 2008. Its volunteers also perform homeland security, disaster relief and counterdrug missions at the request of federal, state and local agencies. The members play a leading role in aerospace education and serve as mentors to more than 22,000 young people currently participating in CAP cadet programs.
