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     Civil Air Patrol and Analytical Graphics Inc (AGI) have enjoyed a wonderful partnership for many years.  AGI is the maker of Systems Tool Kit (STK), formerly known as Satellite Tool Kit, which is the leading commercial satellite in the country.  Over the years, AGI provided STK disks to interested CAP members.  Typically, CAP members sent information that appeared on their STK disk to CAP AE, who, in turn, passed that information along to AGI.  AGI then issued  a STK license to the CAP member.
     After having provided thousands of disks to customers, AGI changed their procedure for obtaining a STK license.  The procedure now allows CAP members to obtain a STK license from AGI that gives you the opportunity to use STK anywhere, anyplace, anytime. A CAP member simply has to contact Jeff Montgomery, Director, Aerospace Education at jmontgomery@capnhq.gov to obtain your STK license.  CAP AE submits to CAP IT who goes into our AGI account and creates a license.  CAP IT then forwards that information to the person who requested it.   Once you receive the email, follow the instructions, and you will be ready to use STK.  Below, you will see the type of information that is sent to you.  So, CAP members can use STK at the squadron, in the classroom, or at home. You can also obtain multiple licenses for your squadron or classroom setting.  
Here is your EAP License Suite
     Attached is your Educational Alliance Program license suite.  Please remember, as per the EAP agreement, these licenses are to be used solely for unfunded, academic work.
     For the duration of the approved home use period a new set of licenses will be installed each day that STK is started while connected to the internet. These licenses will be valid for one (1) day and will need to be renewed each day. The following procedures only need to be executed once. STK will automatically download and install each new daily license file.
     To install your license keys, please double-click the .lic file attached to this email. If double-clicking does not automatically install your STK license file, then please follow the installation instructions below to manually install your EAP license keys.
1. Save the attached license file to your computer (i.e., your "Desktop"). Make sure the file extension is ".lic."
1. Start the AGI License Manager by going to Start > All Programs > AGI Support Tools > License Manager. 
NOTE: The AGI License Manager is automatically launched if STK is started but doesn't find a valid license. 
1. Select the "Manage Licenses" tab, then double-click on the icon in the "Installed Licenses" section that resembles a rectangle with a plus "+" sign. Navigate to the saved license file. Select the file and click "Open." If asked to "Validate File," select "Yes."
1. You may now exit the License Manager and begin using STK! 
NOTE: It is now safe to remove the license file from the temporary location you used in Step 1 (i.e., the "Desktop"). 
     By installing these licenses you agree to AGI's Educational Alliance Program Terms and Conditions.
     If you should encounter any issues, please first contact your program's Tech PoC.
