SAVANNAH, Ga. – Capt. Ted Phillips assumed command June 5 of the Civil Air Patrol's Savannah Flying Tiger Composite Squadron.

It also offers a Cadet Program for teenage girls and boys between the ages of 12-18 which includes multiple orientation flights as well as a community oriented aerospace education program.

CAP performs 90 percent of continental U.S. inland search and rescue missions as tasked by the Air Force Rescue Coordination Center and was credited by the AFRCC with saving 90 lives in fiscal year 2008. Its volunteers also perform homeland security, disaster relief and counterdrug missions at the request of federal, state and local agencies. The members play a leading role in aerospace education and serve as mentors to more than 22,000 young people currently participating in CAP cadet programs.
